Block the storm drain, suck up the 
wash water, and dump it in an indoor drain.

If You Spill…it’s your responsibility to: 
Promptly clean up. If you spill grease, soak it up 
with kitty litter, sweep it up the same day and dump 
it in the trash.

Keep a spill kit on hand to deal with spills. Train 
your employees to use the kit and keep records of 
employee training

Replace your grease container if it leaks. Assure the 
covers are tight and leak proof.
